Dear Kindergarten Parents,

Welcome to Liberty! It has been a joy to get to know the new Kindergarten class each year, so many new and excited faces, ready to learn and explore! We hope that the year brings lots of joy to you, hearing the children sing new music and prepare for their performances. As we embark on a new chapter in their life, I wanted to let you know about some specific things in the music program that are planned for this year.

In the fall, we sing some Harvest songs and more, including lots of patriotic music in preparation for Liberty’s Veteran’s Day celebration, and we begin gearing up for the Holidays (yep, already! (). We also begin learning music vocabulary and caring for our voice.

For Veteran’s Day, we focus on honoring the people who served. We sing songs about our country, but also songs about those who sacrificed so much to help protect our freedoms. These songs may include This Land is Your Land, I’ve Got Peace like a River, My Country ’tis of Thee, the Star Spangled Banner, Yankee Doodle, and the theme songs of the army, navy, airforce and more. The Veterans who attend have so appreciated the efforts and beautiful voices of the children as they sing and present other aspects of the program, all to say “Thank you, Veterans”! 

Also approaching are the Holidays. It is an exciting time as families prepare for winter fun, traditions and celebrations of faith, family and friends. At Liberty, we think of our Holiday/Winter musical as a kind of “patchwork quilt”, featuring songs which reflect the variety of the season. For instance, one class sings a general song about snow and winter fun. Another class sings about Christmas, still another class presents music to celebrate Hanukkah. We also try to include “fun” songs, such as “A Cold in My Nose” or “The Everlasting Fruitcake”, and classic songs like “White Christmas” and “Over the River”. When all of the various “class patches” are joined together, we hope you will enjoy a “musical quilt” of many expressions of the season.
